1. The Art Contest will be conducted throughout January and February of 2010 — with all
entries being received no later than February 25t, 2010.

2. All posters submitted must be the work of students from Grade 6 -12. Each student may
enter only once.

3. This activity is part of a new project undertaken by the Town of Caledon which will seek to
establish a Community-Based Strategic Plan that will guide Caledon 10 years into the future.
Students are asked to create art that reflects their hopes and dreams for the future of
Caledon. For more information or questions that may be used to inspire students, please see
the attached community questionnaire flyer.

4. Students are encouraged to be as creative as possible with their submission. An entry can
be in any form imaginable - whether it’s a song, a YouTube video, a story, g a Facebook
account, a poem, a painting, a photo mosaic, or a play.

5. No proper names or names of businesses or advertising is permitted on the front of the
artwork.

6. The artwork once submitted will become the property of the Town of Caledon, and may
be displayed in the Town Hall.

7. The artwork may be included in a presentation to Council, and/or in the final report to
Council.

8. There will be 5 chosen winners, with a student from each Ward. Each winner will receive a
prize pack which includes an iPod and a lunch with the Mayor.

9. Please include a 3X5 index card paper-clipped to the back of the poster, including the
student’s name, age, grade, school name, address, school telephone number and
teacher’s name.

10. Please have a parent sign the permission slip for their child’s name and artwork to be
shared. Please return all permission slips with artwork and index cards.
