Logos should include the title “Caledon Day” plus the tagline “Connecting Caledon” or a creative tagline of your
choice. Entries will be judged on creativity, originality, aesthetics, use of space and colour. The Town of Caledon will
claim full ownership and rights to the selected event logo. The entry must be an original design and not a copy that
may be subject to copyright laws.

Submissions can be emailed to heather.savage@caledon.ca
as a PDF, JPG, TIFF or EPS file (Windows-based please). File size should be 300 dpi and under five (5) megabytes.
Vector-based artwork is preferred, but not mandatory.
